Accreditation Process for those Organizations that Do Not Have ECOSOC Status

In its resolution 54/154, the General Assembly decided that the World Conference and the sessions of the Preparatory Committee should be open to the participation of, among others, “interested non-governmental organizations, which shall be represented by observers in accordance with Economic and Social Council resolution 1996/31 of 25 July 1996”.  Part VII of the Council resolution 1996/31 governs participation of NGOs in international conferences convened by the United Nations and their preparatory processes.  NGOs not in consultative status may apply to the secretariat of the conference for accreditation, sending its replies to the following questionnaire:

(a) What is the purpose of your organization?

(b) What are the activities and programs of your organization that relate to the conference and its preparations, and what is the country or countries in which the activities take place?  If your NGO wishes to be accredited, you will need to confirm your interest in the goals and objectives of the conference (General Assembly resolution 52/111 paragraph 28).

(c) What are the main activities of your organization, at the national, regional and international level?

(d) Please describe the membership of your organization indicating the total number of members, the names of organizations that are members of your organization and their geographical distribution.

(e) Please provide us with the following documentation:

a. The constitution, and/or bylaws of your organization;

b. A copy of your most recent report or other reports of the organization with financial statements and a list of financial sources and contributions, including from governments;

c. A list of the members of the governing body of your organization and their countries of nationality.
